Student Referral Rules and Information for 2006 Boutique Days
The Cinderella Project of the Capital Region is a non-profit organization, qualified under IRS Code 501©(3).  As such, recipients for services provided by The Cinderella Project of the Capital Region must be referred through a school official, such as a guidance counselor or teacher, through a church official such as a priest or pastor, or through a community social service agency.  The Cinderella Project of the Capital Region will rely on the referring party to determine that a teen qualifies.
*The referral form should be emailed to cinderellareferrals@nycap.rr.com, faxed to 383-5787 or mailed to the address above to us as soon as possible so that we may send the invitation to the Boutique to the student.
***2006 Boutique Dates - March 25th & April 8th , at Siena College, Loudonville***
The following rules will be in effect for the 2006 boutiques:
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	The deadline for ALL referrals is March 10, 2006.  This deadline will be strictly enforced and no referrals will be accepted after this date. 
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	There will be 250 appointment openings for each Boutique date.  All appointment openings will be first offered to referred students from Albany, Rensselaer, Saratoga and Schenectady counties.
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	After the referral deadline, any available appointment openings will be offered to students from the following surrounding counties: Columbia, Fulton, Greene, Hamilton, Montgomery, Schoharie, Warren or Washington.  Referrals for students from these outside counties must also be sent in by the referral deadline and the available appointment openings will be assigned on a first come/first serve basis.
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	All information requested on the referral form must be completed.  Incomplete forms will be returned to the sending party for completion.  Full student addresses are required so that the invitation to the boutique can be mailed to the student and she will have the necessary information to call for her appointment time.  Student phone numbers are required so that we can contact any student that fails to call for her appointment time.
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	The Cinderella Project does not need to know the financial circumstances of the students.  We rely on the adult teacher, guidance counselor, church official or social service agency official to ascertain that the student or the student’s family cannot afford to purchase a gown for her to attend the prom and therefore, is eligible to receive a gown from our organization.
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	Students must be juniors or seniors currently enrolled in a high school in one of the counties listed above.  No referrals will be accepted from any school in any other county. 
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	Students must be referred and present their invitation or have a scheduled appointment.  Walk-ins will not be accepted
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	Students must be present at the boutique 
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	Transportation to and from the boutiques is not provided.
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	Students will be allowed to receive one dress, plus related accessories and makeup, if available 
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	Dress availability in sizes 0-2 and 16 and above is very limited.  We cannot guarantee that we will have sufficient inventory in these sizes to accommodate every girl.   Students will be only able to choose from the inventory we have available on that day.
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	Volunteers will serve as personal shoppers for the students attending the boutiques 
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	Each student will be asked to wait until a volunteer personal shopper becomes available before she can begin shopping. Please tell students to plan accordingly.  Shopping will take approximately one hour or more.) 
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	Each student will be permitted to bring one person (i.e. a parent, aunt, etc.) with them into the boutique to help them shop with the volunteer 
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	No children will be allowed at the boutique.
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	Adults will not be allowed to shop unless the student for whom they are shopping is physically present with them at the boutique, or unless there are extenuating circumstances preventing the young lady from being present.
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	Please request that your student call for her appointment as soon as possible as appointment times are on a first come/first serve basis.  If you find that the student does not need a gown from us, please contact us yourself or have the student contact us so that we can offer her appointment time to another student.
